I felt extremely uncomfortable talking to 

patients and parents about VT. I was always worried that they would ask me questions that I couldn’t answer. I had so many 

questions myself.

For a new therapist Dr. Sanet's course introduces vision therapy as it applies to real life with real people.  From the beginning the

course is on what you are doing to help the child in front of you.  With a clear understanding of what
